Re: Winter Rock Project

On the top of the Leyden Rock Drive hill, a strip of land between the sidewalk and street has experienced runoff
of landscape material from water flow. Water flow ruts begin near the street entrance to Yucca St and continue
down the hill. Unfortunately, the native grasses have not filled in along this path, causing the water to take
course and push dirt down, with some ruts as deep as 12 inches.

In May, the Owner of Express Mulching and Soil, Nick Holladay, made an onsite visit to review area along
Leyden Rock Drive and was transparent after the visit that the scope of this project was outside of what his
company could help with.

Also engaged for the project scope, is the District’s landscape contractor, Keesen Landscape. This year, Keesen
has worked on a couple projects near this project site to successfully address concerns including safety

conditions with water flow across the sidewalk and trail repair & remediation.

Additionally, an Invitation to Bid was posted for publication in the Denver Daily Journal on Monday (10/23).

Over the course of several months, the Keesen team has narrowed down a proposed plan that includes amending
the soil and installing a river rock bed with ornamental grasses spaced throughout. Keesen will prep the entire
area between the walk and street with new organics, smooth the grade, and fix the remaining erosion as part of
this scope of work. The recommendation for amending the entire area is to encourage the best root growth and
plant life where plants are proposed to be installed. Also, if in the future additional plant material is proposed to
be installed, it would be relatively simple and much lower in cost. Ideas of those things could be anything from
adding a few deciduous trees, some larger boulders, more plants, or even placing white cobblestone in some sort
of additional pattern to break up the river rock.

The time Keesen dedicates to string trim and mow this band will be traded for time to weed the rock bed and cut
the ornamental grasses one time a year — there would be no change to the contract maintenance agreement.

The project was dubbed as Winter Rock because the work is proposed to take place during the winter months
between November and March. The proposed costs have been discounted by Keesen because the crew would
work around the weather.
